Literacy Lesson 
Objective

To be able to describe a setting in a story (T10 adapted).
Introduction
Introduce and explain the objective to the class. Note the difference between watching a story being played out in a film and listening to or reading a story. A film provides an image of each setting, (where the story is taking place), with a book we often have to use our imagination.

When have you used your imagination when reading a story? What did you see? This is called the setting and that’s where the story takes place. When I’m reading a story, I try to imagine that I’m right there in the setting and sometimes I pretend that I’m the character. I close my eyes and try to think about what my senses are picking up on.
Q Does anyone know what our senses are? (sight, sound, smell, taste, touch)
Tell children that you are going to read them a story and then we’re going to stop and try to imagine a setting using our senses. Sometimes thinking about our senses helps us to describe things better.
Read story, when the character reaches the wood, ask the children to chat to their partner about what they can imagine. Make notes on their whiteboards. Image from book will be displayed at this point and then the annotated version throughout main activity for inspiration.

Teacher will take suggestions from the children and will try to draw out more description. When we describe something we use describing words. Q Who knows what a describing word is called? (adjectives). Ideas will be noted on IWB.

Main Activity
Outline activities with the children.
H.A. Children will write a descriptive paragraph in their books with consideration to their senses. They will use the following sentence as an opener. 
‘All around her she could see…’
M.A. As above but children will be provided with an adjective word bank and writing frame to support.

L.A. (incl. E.A.L.) Children will be provided with adjectives which they must match to a picture of the most appropriate setting. Some children may be able to write a couple of sentences on whiteboards when initial activity is completed.
Plenary
Teacher will read Chapter 15 ‘The Chocolate Room’ from Charlie and the Chocolate Factory. Class will brainstorm ideas of what their senses might pick up on.
